DECLARED DROUGHT LEVEL 4 RESTRICTIONS REINSTATED
The Upper Oconee Water Basin Authority has declared that “Level 4” drought conditions now exist.   As of October 13, 2008, Declared Drought Level 4 conditions were reinstated for customers of the JCWSA.  Level 4 allows customers to hand water using one garden hose for twenty five minutes per day between the hours of 12:00 midnight and 10:00 am.  Watering days are restricted to the odd and even numbering system:
●  Odd numbered addresses may water Tuesday, Thursday or Sunday.
●  Even numbered addresses may water Monday, Wednesday or Saturday.
Hoses must be hand held during watering and equipped with a standard spray nozzle that automatically turns off when not being held.  Lawn sprinkler systems may not be used.
Landscaping which has been in place less than 30 days may be watered up to three days a week by any method for 10 consecutive weeks between the hours of midnight and 10:00 a.m. Those homeowners wishing to install new landscaping will be allowed to water from 12:00am to 10:00am on their odd or even days for up to (10) weeks. However, those homeowners must register with the Outdoor Water Use Registration Program at http://www.urbanagcouncil.com after March 15th, 2008.

Declared Drought Level 4 exemptions for commercial uses are allowed under Rule 391-3-30.05  The following commercial uses are allowed:
Professionally certified or licensed landscapers: during installation and 30 days following installation only.

Irrigation contractors: during installation and as needed for proper maintenance.

Sod producers.

Ornamental growers.

Fruit and vegetable growers.

Retail garden centers.

Hydro-seeding.

Power (pressure) washing.

Construction sites.

Producers of food and fiber.

Commercial car washes.

Other activities essential to daily business.

Watering-in of pesticides and herbicides on turf.
